Women as Farmers and Leaders
Women are an important part of the farmer cooperatives 
that produce Organic Sisters’ Blend. At CECOCAFEN, one 
of Equal Exchange’s trading partners in Nicaragua, women 
cooperative members and wives of members play an essential 
role in the cooperatives. More than 320 women participate in 
a solidarity savings and loan program. Th ey are organized into 
15 autonomous groups around activities that diversify the 
family’s income and compliment coff ee production.  Many of 
these women are saving money for the fi rst time in their lives. 
Th e loans are used to start small income generating projects 
which help the women meet some of the most essential needs 
of their families — nutrition, school supplies, and clothing. 
In addition, they are learning business, marketing, and credit 
skills. Because the credit decisions are made in groups, their 
participation also promotes leadership skills and contributes 
to the development of their self-esteem.
