75 YEARS OF QUILTS & KITS

y the end of the Second World War, one

in six Lutherans were displaced. Of those,
one in five was a refuge, caught in limbo and
uncertainly in countries not their own.

Compelled by their faith, in 1945 U.S.
Lutherans began collecting and making items
to ship to neighbors in need — everything
from lard (yes!) to school uniforms to quilts.

Soon, the mission expanded to include all
corners of the world, taking us deep into
complex situations and remote villages.

When overwhelmed by the enormity of the
world’s pain, LWR staff and volunteers drew
on God’s strength, made perfect in weakness
(2 Corinthians 12:9). And so we — with you —
have drawn on God’s strength over the past
75 years, responding to God’s call to be the
Body of Christ in the world, reaching further,
staying longer, standing faithfully alongside
our neighbors in need.

Today, School Kits remain one of the most
requested items by partners worldwide.
Education and poverty are deeply linked.
When barriers to education are lifted,
students and their families are given a
critical tool in their efforts to break this cycle.
Sometimes, love looks as simple as paper
and pencils. In the last 30 years alone, LWR
has distributed over 4 MILLION School Kits
around the world!
