Our goal is to help people build self-sufficiency and
create new community-owned approaches to problem-
solving that will last long after our projects end. We
won't rest until our love reaches every neighbor.

We are grounded in profound thankfulness for God’s
gracious, self-giving love for all humankind, revealed in
the redemptive acts of Jesus Christ. Gratitude marks the
way we relate to one another and to all creation.
