For years Elizabeth Nyalam Gai, her husband and their five children managed to dodge the ongoing violence in South Sudan, keeping a low profile and scraping by as best they could. But one day a rebel militia arrived on their doorstep and killed Elizabeth’s husband, just because they could — shattering the family’s peace and security in an instant. 
Elizabeth knew her only choice was to grab her children and run.  
 
Hunger became their greatest enemy. 

For seven months, Elizabeth and her children hid in the bush from soldiers and wild animals, surviving on whatever twigs, berries and bushmeat they could find. Most days, it wasn’t much.
“When [my husband] was killed, life was terrible and we went hungry,” Elizabeth recalls. “When we were hungry we would just lie down, because we had no energy.”
While her children slept, she kept watch — worrying every moment that the soldiers would find them, or that her children would starve. To truly start over, they need food.

Elizabeth’s story is harrowing, but she’s not the only mother struggling to feed her children and keep them safe in the face of extreme adversity.
